Dear Mr. Smith:

On January 22, 2009, North Eden Hydro, LLC (North Eden Hydro) filed a Notice of Intent, Pre-Application Document, and a request to use the Traditional Licensing Process (TLP) for the proposed 700-megawatt North Eden Pumped Storage Project that would be located in North Eden Canyon in Rich County, Utah.  The Commission approved using the TLP for this project by letter dated March 23, 2009.

On April 24, 2009, North Eden Hydro requested an extension of time to hold an initial public meeting for the project as required by 18 CFR 4.38(b) of the Commission’s regulations.  Section 4.38(b) requires a meeting with interested stakeholders to explain the proposed project, discuss potential environmental effects, review information, and discuss needed data and studies to be conduced during the pre-filing stage of licensing.  The meeting must be held between 30 and 60 days after the date of the Commission’s approval to use the TLP (or by May 22, 2009, at the latest for this project).

In its April 24, 2009, request, North Eden Hydro asks permission to hold the above meeting on June 3, 2009 (which is 12 days after the latest due date) because 
May 22 is the Friday before Memorial Day and holding the meeting on this day (or any day that week) could result in fewer stakeholders attending the meeting.  


Commission staff reviewed North Eden Hydro’s request.  The requested delay is short and the reasons given for the delay are reasonable.  Therefore, North Eden’s requested extension of time as described above is granted.
